“Transportation enhancements” is an umbrella title for just
about anything that doesn’t mean “a highway.” It can
include sidewalks, trails, access management (connected
commercial driveways as seen on 28th Street), bicycle
facilities, mass transit, bus projects, pedestrian signals, and
just about anything else that a clever project proponent
can describe as an “enhancement’

Growth and urban sprawl often create bottlenecks to forms
of travel that don’t involve a private car. For instance, there
is a lot of pedestrian tr affic trying to cr oss the Grand River
at Northland Drive, Cannonsburg Road, and West River
Drive. So a project description that’s centered around a
freeway interchange may well include sidewalks, curb cuts,
crosswalks and signals, and other enhancements. The Sak
Routes to School initiative also includes heath and fitness,
air quality, and social services.

It wi ll be interesting to see what effect these major funding
chunks will have on local streets and trails.

reports from the streets

Saturday July 16, Holland 100 —
The Macatawa Club (and all other
local participating organizations) put
on a great Holland 100.

Cadillac bicycles

According to the Detroit News, “bicycle giant Kent created a
Cadilac Bicycles unit, and is producing a line of mid- to high-
end bikes carrying the vaunted Cadilac brand name and logo.”
Some Detroit-area Caddy dealers include a bilke, worth about
$615, with the pur chase of a car.

“The decision to lend the Cadillac name and its aura of premium
luxury to a line of two-wheelers was based on a desire to reach
a younger, hipper buyer. Since introducing the CTS in 2002
...Cadillac sales have boomed...the average
age of customers is now a decade younger, in
their mid to late 40s. The bik es are available
at select shops in the United States and
Canada ...they will become more widely
distributed in the coming months...They r ange in price from

$500 to $1,900.

“Dealers will be able to toss in a bike to help close a sale, or

give them away as gestures of appreciation to customers or to

sales personnel who meet or beat sales targets...

“GM spent more than a year considering whether to approve

the bicycle line. The automaker was involved in everything

from the bike’s basic design to placement of the Cadilac logo

on the saddle. ...The frames are made of carbon fiber composite and lightweight

aluminum and every bike has disc brakes.”

This might be one way for the luxury automak er to meet the f ederal CAFE
standards fuel ecomony average!

LAB magazine gets a new look

The membership publication from the League of American Bicyclists (neé
Wheelmen) just came out with a new name. Since the late 19th century it has
been known by a wide variety of titles, including American
Wheelmen, L.A.W. Bulletin, and BICYCLE UB. After
many years of discussion and atempted solutions,
the organization finally changed its name in the
1990’s.

American Bicyclist was the title of a trade magazine

for bicycle dealers and manufacturers. It enjo yed a

multi-decade publication, and would often f eature
vintage bicycle advertisements and
products.

When the magazine went to a quarterly
format a few years ago, its emphasis
shifted from “what members are doing”
to “what we ar e doing for members,”
and many long-timers decried the
change. “Too many pictures of people in
suits standing at podiums smiling
sweetly for the camera” was one obsenation. But the latest

edition contained a new perspective: several pieces described
what individual members are doing and how they became inter est-
ed in cycling, teaching bicycle safety, and the like.

In a brief second of clarity | was
unbelievably thankful that it hit me in
the arm, rather than my front tire or
face. | hit the brakes hard, and
screeched to a stop. | look down, and
| can’t believe what | see. Not only
are they thr owing apples, they have
lined the trail with banana peels and
squished grapes. Perfect items for
someone to lose a front tire on, and
go down hard!

Intentionally trying to mak e someone
crash is low class. Some people might
say “kids will be kids,” but what wer e
these kids thinking?

| couldn’t see the kids thr ough the
brush, so | yelled at them. “Thr owing
apples and putting banana peels on
the trail is dangerous. Do you think it
would be funny if | cracked my head
at 20 miles per hour? Where are your
parents?” No response. They wouldn't
expect someone to stop. Let’s see if
they expect this....

| went another 50 y ards and turned
right onto Rogue River Drive. There
they were: thr ee kids standing there
(ages 10 to 14, old enough to know
better) Shell-shocked, just standing
there, not blinking or moving. “Some-
one is confronting us for what we
did—something we knew was wrong.”

Dad and grandpa were also there. |
stopped my bike and just looked at
them. Dad has the nerve to say, “she
didn’t mean to hit you with it, she was
only throwing it
towards you.”
Do | look like an
idiot? This isn’t
that complicat-
ed. If y ou throw
something
“towards”

someone, there
is a chance it
might actually
hit them. And if
it does, you are
in trouble.

| refrained

from saying
that . | did explain to him I thought
that was a very weak argument; the
banana peels and squished giapes on
the trail, and the fact that they duck ed
off the tr ail to get r eady for me to
pass, seemed pretty convincing that
his line was a bunch of hot air.

The father saw my point and had his
daughter (about 12) come apologize
to me for throwing the apple. |
thanked her for the apology and asked
her not to thr ow things at riders

again. The dad also told the other kids
to go clean up the fruit on the tr ail.

As riders in this club, we all know the
inherent risks involved and understand
that we ar e taking those risks when
we get on the bike. If I f all on my own
accord (happened last year) it's my
fault. When someone else (e.g. a
driver, a dog, a kid with an apple) puts
me at risk, it’s just not right.

| believe the kids realized what they
did was wrong and won't do it again,
but it didn’t seem at all like the father
took it very seriously at all. Going over
the handlebars at 20 mph can do a lot
of damage... and the intent to cause a
crash was definitely there.

I've got the address of the house.
Anyone had something happen at that
spot before (White Pine Trail just
north of West River Drive)? | wanted
to let the situation sink in a little and
hear some other opinions before, or if,
| call the sheriff. —Jeff F

It “tak es a village to raise a child”
because some youngsters picked the
wrong parents. | n this case, the
village idiots. Your average WPT user
gets spooked by one little “ding” f rom
a bike bell. Imagine an already-
wobbly trail user dealing with fruit
used as missies and road hazards.

While this is not in the same league

as, say, dropping a cinderblock onto
the roadway from a freeway overpass,
someone could get seriously hurt from
thrown or booby-trapped fruit. | gnor-
ing the problem won't solve it; these
kids are only a few apples away from
torturing ki ttens and shooting up their
school. We need to nip this behaviour
in the bud, and make it very clear that
a recreational trail does not exist to
provide target practice.

Kent Sheriff instituted the Trail Patrol
as a deterrent to thr eatening activity
that causes trall

users to not feel

safe. Patrol

volunteers are

instructed to “cal |

in the calvary” for

incidents that are

beyond the

anecdotal. If

these people don't like living next to
the bicycle trail, they could contact a
real estate agent. House-for-sale ads
always list nearby amenities. Lots of
folks would see the WPT as an asset,
and they’d probably get a nice offer
for their place.

At presstime this situation has not
been resolved. However, Jeff’'s mes-
sage has been shated with the WPT
Friends group, Kent sheriff, the Grand
Rapids Press, and the MTR host
committee. The sheriff is willing to
deal with the perps if they get an
official complaint.

On September 3, several hundred
visitors will ride their tandems past
this house. Long bikes can go fast, but
they tend to not be r eal maneuverable
in dicey situations. Midwest Tandem
Rally folks come from all over the
country; this could have repercussions
for our area and our state. MTR
suggested that they’ll just station a
volunteer to sit ther e, but again, this
doesn't address the long-term issues
of stupidity and child-rearing.
